Public Hearing: 2009 Community Development Block Grant Allocation of $53,760:  

1. Proof of Publication  
Ian Nicolini referred to the meeting packet.  Dave Austgen stated that this meets the requirements 
of publication. 
2. Opening Remarks and Citizen Action Plan  
David Austgen read the opening remarks verbatim. The allocation is $53,760.00.  Grant approval 
from HUD is in late August.  Funding is released to the county and the entitlement communities 
on or around September 1

st
 and needs to be expended by June 17

th
 of the following year.   

Project applications and supporting documents need to be submitted no later than April 24, 2009 
for review by Lake County.  Copies of these documents are included at the end of the minutes. 
3. Public Comment  
Margot Sabato, executive director of South Lake Community Development Services, requested 
$15,000 for fuel for transportation services. Last year, SLCDS provided over 1,200 trips for Cedar 
Lake residents; their total fuel bill for 2008 was over $40,000.   This would be $7,500 for each 
year; this is an increase of $500 for each year over the last funding period two years ago.  Public 
comment was closed. 
4. Affirmative Action Program and Implementing of Section 3: Understanding  
David Austgen suggested soliciting a motion to read by title only, but insert this into the meeting 
minutes in its entirety.  Copies of these documents are included at the end of the minutes.

Bob Carnahan questioned David Austgen about 
the project submission in coordination with Mr. King. Mr. King responded that May 1

st
 is the 

deadline for submission of projects.  Ian Nicolini responded that he reported to Council three 
potential projects for their recommendation.  One project includes handicap accessibility at the 
entrance and restrooms at Monastery Woods.  Motion by Bob Carnahan and seconded by Bill 
Landske to amend the proposal to include $15,000 for South Lake County Community Services 
and the handicap accessibility at Monastery Woods.  Ian Nicolini stated that he met with Mr. King 
to discuss projects.  They discussed the 130

th
 Place project to relocate the road and install a 

fence along the Boys & Girls Clubs property.  This project would require the entire membership of 
the Boys & Girls Clubs to complete an income survey.  The Monastery Woods Community Center 
handicap accessibility project would include the entrance and restrooms.  This project could be 
completed quickly and we have additional funds for this project.  The High Grove drainage project 
would consist of the reconstruction of the storm water and sanitary sewer.  We need to look at the 
amount of local funding in addition to the grant funding.  This project is currently not feasible.  
Motion by Bob Carnahan and seconded by Bill Landske to amend the previous motion to include 
the Boys & Girls Clubs if funding is available.   Dennis Wilkening inquired if the funding can be 
used for unsafe buildings; Ian Nicolini responded yes, but it would have a lot of reporting 
requirements.  This could be a possibility for the next funding period; HUDôs checklist would have 
to be followed for this.  Bob Carnahan questioned if any project can be added; Ian Nicolini 
responded yes, the projects mentioned were an idea of what can be done.  Ian Nicolini stated 
concerns with the income survey requirements if the Boys & Girls Club project is added.  The 
income survey would have to be completed by all families who use the Boys & Girls Clubs.  Greg 
Parker suggested Ian Nicolini and himself meet with the Club Director to discuss this.  This 
project would need contingency money, if any funding is available on surveys.  Bob Carnahan 
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inquired of Mitch King as to the requirement; Mitch King responded that 51% of the total 
membership would have to qualify in the low to moderate income level.  The listing of individuals 
and surveys of families would need to be completed by May 1

st
 to be included in this project 

application.  Ian Nicolini stated that he misread the sheet; this resolution does need to be read in 
its entirety.  Motion by Bob Carnahan and seconded by Bill Landske was amended to include 
$15,000 for South Lake County Community Services, the handicap accessibility at Monastery 
Woods and any remaining funds to the Boys & Girls Club project provided they meet survey 
requirements.

Robinson stated that a proof of residency is required for all utilizing this.  Contractors and items from 
contractors are not allowed.  Ed Robinson encouraged those whom have metal items to call the 
public works office; they have numbers of people who scrap and will pick up these items.  There is a 
listing of items that will be accepted and items that will not be accepted at the public works office and 
the town hall; Ian Nicolini will post this information on the website and prepare a press release.  
Beginning April 18

th
 and continuing through the end of October, the public works department will be 

open on the third Saturday of each month for residence to drop off scrap. The Lake County Solid 
Waste dumpsters are available for use for Lake County residents at the public works office.  Ed 
Robinson reported that there will not be a household hazardous waste drop off on April 19

th
, there 

was a misprint in one of the papers.  Ed Robinson reported that the 140
th
 Avenue project is complete 

and restoration will begin.  Five projects are currently being planned and reviewed; South Shore ditch 
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ï 145
th
 & Lake Shore Drive, Vanco subdivision, Cedar Crest Park, Cedar Point Park and the Little 

League & Softball ditch.  Ed Robinson reported that the lift stations have been repaired and float 
levels have been adjusted.  There has been no surcharge reported and hopefully all will continue to 
work well.    
Parks & Recreation:   Mary Joan Dickson submitted a written report to Council.  She stated that the 
Friday night egg hunt had over fifty participants.  Breakfast with the bunny also had a recyclable 
materials craft table.  The annual egg hunt at Holy Name had over 3000 eggs and 100 prizes; the 
cost was shared with the Kiwanis and Holy Name.  April 18

th
 is the roadside cleanup with lunch at 

noon.  Through the Indiana Parks and Recreation mentor program, Mary Joan was able to get a 
college student for the summer.  This will be additional help at no charge.  Mary Joan Dickson stated 
that she received a letter thanking her for the session she taught at the Parks & Recreation 
conference; Bob Carnahan read the letter and thanked her.  Greg Parker inquired on her 
incarceration for Muscular Dystrophy; she replied that she raised $675.  The money that was raised 
stays within Lake County. 
Clerk -Treasurer:  Amy Sund referred to her memo in the meeting packet which clarifies the spending 
freeze and purchasing procedures.  Amy Sund stated that there definitely needs to be a freeze, the 
line items donôt necessarily equate to the amounts in the funds.  She stated that items that are 
needed to function are listed; questionable items will be directed to the department heads and if 
further action is needed to the Town Administrator or to Council.  The docket is presented twice a 
month, if there are questions, council can ask the department heads or flag items for non-payment if 
necessary.  Purchase orders will continue to have a $200 minimum; they are to be submitted for 
approval prior to purchases being made.  If an emergency exists, it should be taken care of and the 
paperwork to follow within 24 hours.  Motion by Bob Carnahan and seconded by Bill Landske to 
follow the outlined procedure based upon the Clerk-Treasurers recommendation.

Amy Sund discussed the 2007 pay 2008 general property taxes.  The general fund currently owes 
$1.1 million dollars; $500,000 to DeMotte State Bank for the tax anticipation warrant and $600,000 to 
the wastewater operating fund.  She anticipates borrowing more from the utility to meet our operating 
expenses.  The general funds certified levy was $2,079,914 with 95% collected totaling $1,972,162 
which leaves a shortfall of $107,752.  This shortfall is due to property tax assessment appeals.  Amy 
Sund would like to obtain bids for investments based upon the approved depository lists government 
pool.  As there are only two banks in town, she would like to be allowed to go outside of town and 
solicit banks such as Peopleôs and Centier.  Motion by Bob Carnahan and seconded by Bill Landske 
to allow her to solicit bids from banks outside of town in Lake County.  Dave Austgen stated that 
historically, this has always been handled within town.

There is an increase in 
alteration permits. 
Town Administrator:  Ian Nicolini stated that the bridge on 145

th
 & Reeder Road; NIES Engineering 

has submitted a proposal to do the design for the sanitary sewer relocation.  The reconstruction of 
Reeder Road is currently up for bid and will be presented at the next Council meeting.   The bridge is 
being reconstructed by county and our project will coincide with this.  NIES Engineering submitted a 
not to exceed cost of $7,750 for services including the survey, relocation plan and quote review.  
Motion by John Foreman and seconded by Pat Wisniewski to allow NIES Engineering as per their 
proposal.  Dave Austgen made a recommendation to legal revisions of the contract in the form of a 
template with NIES.  Motion amended to be contingent upon legal changes recommended by the 
attorney.  Ian Nicolini stated that earthwork on this project is expected to begin the first week of May.

Ian Nicolini summarized the Allied Waste contract for 2009; rates were expected to increase by 58%; 
we contested the issue and revised the contract to keep costs down and keep the rates the same.  
Discussions included reducing the amount of free of charge dumpsters from 104 to 32; 32 is the 
average we use.  Last year, we were only supposed to get 14 free dumpster; the contract stated 104.  
Allied Waste charged us for dumpsters, therefore there is a credit of $13,500; this amount will be 
used toward subsidizing the rate for this year; which will give us a rate of $15.50 which is $0.32 less 
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than originally discussed rates.  The weekly recycle pick-up will change to bi-weekly.  Bob Carnahan 
stated that customers were not happy with bi-weekly recycling last time.  John Foreman stated that 
with the current economic situation, this is an option to keep the cost down.  Ian Nicolini stated that 
the current rate charged to homeowners is $15 per month and we pay $15.07 per month.  Dennis 
Wilkening stated that we donôt want to put more on the homeowners; if bi-weekly recycling is what we 
need to keep the cost down then that is what we need.  Ian Nicolini stated that the rates will be at the 
2008 level until the end of April.  As we will not be able to get the information out to homeowners prior 
to May 1

st
, we will need to pay for additional pick-ups of recycling for May.  We will implement bi-

weekly recycling beginning in June.  John Foreman stated that tough times require sacrifice and at a 
$0.50 increase per household, we can not eat that.  Our other choice would be to raise rates.  There 
will still be recycling at the Public Works Department on Lake Shore Drive.  Ian Nicolini stated that the 
agreement is still subject to legal review and we will need to renegotiate for 2010.  Dave Austgen 
stated that he has received a faxed copy of the contract and it will probably need to be cleaned up.   
Town Attorney:  No report. 
Town Council : Bob Carnahan stated that he put a copy of the Complete Committee Guide regarding 
streamlining local government in everyoneôs box.  Bob Carnahan stated that National Volunteer Week 
is April 19 ï 25.  This is an opportunity to appreciate those who volunteer.  Bob Carnahan gave Amy 
Sund a proclamation to read.
